9. Lower Salt River This is the only river that we can paddle in
the summer months and I have paddled it on at least 35 separate
cecasions.

San Francisco River Kayaks have run this section and I would
like to someday.

12. San Pedro River I have canced this river in spring and it
was a wonderful mild float with excellent scenery.

15. Upper Salt River I have kayaked, rafted, canced this river
and is one of the best in the west.

1l6é. Verde River I have kayaked, rafted, canced this river
and with spring run off is a busy river from Camp Verde to the
Confluence with the Salt River.

18. Oak Creek Can be paddled with a variety of kavyaks
canoes and inlfateables.

18, Tonto Creek I have kavaked this creek from near Payson
to its end at Lake Roosevelt, I plan to paddle it again with other
various craft it is navigable in spring.
