1 think my favorite trip of all western rivers is the Salt River. It is unparalieled
desert wilderness with extraordinary white water experience.

As more and more people discover the aesthetic and recreational value of our
rivers, I believe the consciousness to protect our rivers and increase access will be even
more politically important.
